GOUROCK GOLF CLUB - CLUB RULES

CLUBHOUSE

1. The Clubhouse shall be open and closed at such hours as the Committee may determine. A note of such hours shall be displayed on the Notice Boards. 

All Members must leave the Clubhouse within one half hour after bar closing time for the day in question.

2. Members must be in the company of, and be responsible for the conduct of, their guests in the Clubhouse and elsewhere on Club property and shall ensure that such guests comply with the rules of the Club at all times.

3. Smart casual dress will be permitted in the upper floors of the Clubhouse at all times, except on occasions as intimated by the Committee, when jackets, collars and ties must be worn.

'Smart casual dress is defined as excluding tee shirts and training shoes, or any other clothing at the discretion of the Committee.'

Tailored shorts may be worn in hot weather if a notice to that effect is displayed in the Clubhouse. 

4. No one shall be admitted to the lounge or dining room wearing outdoor clothing, such as anoraks or jerkins. Shoes worn on the Course must not be worn upstairs in the clubhouse. The rules with regard to dress for Members apply equally to the employees of the Club whilst working in the upper floors of the Clubhouse. Members and guests are reminded that coats should be left in the locker rooms and are requested not to drape jackets over the backs of chairs. The Committee will keep these rules under review continuously. Any exceptions at functions will be posted on the social Committee Notice Board.

5. No Member shall take or permit to be taken from the Clubhouse any articles belonging to the Club, and no notice or document of any kind shall be placed in the Clubhouse, except by the authority of the Captain, Secretary or Committee.

6. All persons under 18 years of age shall be prohibited from using the main lounge. Junior Members over 18 years of age may only enter the main lounge on the invitation of a Member entitled to introduce guests. Persons under the age of 18 years will only be permitted in the rear lounge (known as the TV lounge) when accompanied by an adult. No person under 18 years of age will be permitted in the TV lounge after 20.00.

7. Glasses and bottles must not be taken into the Locker rooms.

8. The Club-mistress or deputy acting for her shall have control of the television set, fruit machines, games equipment and any other entertainment facility in the clubhouse, and of their use and operation, and shall see that the television set and fruit machines are switched off five minutes before the time when Members are required to leave the Clubhouse.

9. Members must address the employees of the Club in a polite and courteous manner at all times.

10. Caddy cars must not be wheeled in the locker rooms.

11. When returning from the course, members must clean their shoes in the area provided before entering the locker room.

12. Gambling and wagering of all kinds are prohibited in the Clubhouse except on the machines provided by the Club for that purpose.

13. Members must not consume on the premises drinks which have not been bought in the Club.

14. The right to vacant lockers shall be determined by seniority of membership. Application for lockers must be made in writing to the Secretary.

15. The Committee shall have the right, when a Club Function, whether of a social nature or otherwise is taking place, to exclude Members not participating in such a function from the Clubhouse or from the portions of the Clubhouse In which such function is taking place.

16. House Members shall be permitted to introduce not more than three guests to the Clubhouse at any one time and always subject to any restrictions imposed by the Committee.

17. All visitors shall be required to provide a letter of introduction from the Secretary of their Golf Club, except for visiting parties authorised by the Committee.

COURSE

1. Practice is forbidden on all parts of the course except on practice areas as defined by the Committee.

2. The rules of etiquette as laid down in the Rules of Golf must be strictly adhered to at all times.

3. The wearing of blue denim jeans, tracksuits, shell suits, jogging bottoms and collar-less tee shirts will not be permitted on the course.

COMPETITIONS

1. During the month of March, all Club Members must have paid their subscriptions before entering for any Club Competition.

GENERAL

1. Any Member changing their address must notify the same in writing to the Secretary. Failing such intimation all notices sent to the recorded address will be held as duly delivered.

2. All complaints must be made in writing to the Secretary, which must be signed by the person making the complaint. The Secretary shall submit such complaints to the Committee who shall deal with them under their powers conferred by the Constitution. Members are reminded that complaints on the running of the Club or conduct of the staff must in no circumstances be made to the employees of the Club.

3. Visiting parties who have been granted temporary membership by the Committee shall supply a list of names and addresses of such temporary members, which list duly countersigned by an official of the Club shall be displayed on the Notice Board during the period of temporary membership.

4. All applications for membership must be transmitted by post or otherwise to the Secretary, or handed to the Club Mistress or other person in charge of the Clubhouse. All such applications shall be addressed to the Secretary of the Gourock Golf Club.

5. Members may cash cheques to the limit of £50 in any one day during bar opening hours. Cheques post-dated will not be accepted.

6. Members must report to the Committee any breaches of the terms of the Constitution or Rules of the Club which come to their attention.

7. With the exception of Guide Dogs, no dogs shall be taken on the course or into the Clubhouse.

NOTE

These are the Rules of Gourock Golf Club. They shall be kept under review. Members are invited to send their suggestions for the better running of the Club to the Secretary.
