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LOCAL RULES
All Players will be provided with and are requested to retain a copy of the Local Rules for reference (Which will be reviewed and updated from time to time)
Those Local Rules appertaining to ‘Slow Play’ are printed on the back of the score card and are as follows:

 7th Hole   A game on the 7th Green must mark their ball, stand aside, and allow the game behind to play up from the 7th tee [if that game is ready to do so] before putting out. 
8th Hole    A game on the 8th hole, having played their tee shots and walked up to their ball, find that they are unable play their next shot due to the game in front not being out of      
               range, must stand aside and allow the game behind to play up from the 8th tee [if that game is ready to so] before continuing to play.
14th Hole  A game on the 14th hole, having played their tee shots and walked up to their ball, find that they are unable play their next shot due to the game in front not being out   
               of range, (on the green or playing the 15th hole), must stand aside and allow the game behind to play up from the 14th tee [if that game is ready to do so] before   
               continuing to play. 

Precedence Elsewhere on the Course
Players are reminded that where a situation arises they should allow a game in front precedence to play first.  

1. OUT OF BOUNDS
As defined by course boundaries. Course boundary at the 18th hole is defined as a line drawn from the south face of the clubhouse westwards. Eastwards of the clubhouse the car park is out of bounds. White stakes have been placed in areas where course boundaries are indistinct at both the right hand side of the 9th and 13th holes.
2. PRACTICE PUTTING GREEN (Rule 25-3)
The practice putting green is the wrong green. The player must take relief iaw Rule 25-3(b) without penalty.
3. IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (Rule 24-2). The following are defined as immovable obstructions:
	     ●    All paths                                                            
     ●   Wooden sleepers
     ●    Watering system covers and valves               
     ●    Drains covered with wire mesh

	●    Baskets for grass cuttings and waste          
●    Shelters
●    Distance marker plates                                ●    Constructed Winter Tees

●    Tee markers and advertisement boards       ●   Staked or immature trees (less than 1 club    
     length in height)


     The player may take relief iaw Rule 24-2(b) without penalty. 
4. ABNORMAL GROUND CONDITIONS ‘GROUND UNDER REPAIR’ (Rule 25-1) ‘Play Prohibited’
    a) Areas marked as ‘Ground Under Repair’ by blue stakes or enclosed by white lines.
    b) Flower Beds.
If a player’s ball lies in such an area or it interferes with the players stance or the area of his intended swing the player must take relief iaw  Rule 25-1(b) without penalty.
Note : The new tree plantations located between the 5th and 6th fairways marked by blue stakes are designated ‘Ground Under Repair’ the player must take relief iaw Rule 25.1 (b) without penalty.
5. SEEDED SCLAFF MARKS
When a ball lies in or  touches a seeded sclaff mark, then the ball must be played as it lies, or it may be lifted and dropped with penalty. (updated Feb 2010)
6. PRACTICE AREA
Defined as the practice putting green and the practice areas to the right of the 2nd and 8th holes.
7. WATER HAZARDS (Rule 26)
1. LATERAL WATER HAZARDS (margins MARKED with RED Stakes or Lines) are to the left of 1st hole (all ground), burn to the left of 2nd hole, both burns to the right of the 6th hole (the area of ground between the burns is not part of the hazard), burns to the right of the 8th hole (upper and lower fairways), burn to the left of the 8th hole (lower fairway and green), burns (inbounds) to the right of the 9th hole,15th hole and 16th hole (lower fairway and upper green), burn to the left of the 15th hole.
1. WATER HAZARDS (margins MARKED with YELLOW Stakes or Lines) are all other marked burns.
1. UNMARKED DRAINAGE DITCHES and the like are NOT water hazards or lateral water hazards and the player must play the ball as it lies or proceed under the provisions of Rule 28 (Ball Unplayable).
8. STONES IN BUNKERS (Rule 24-1)
Stones in bunkers are moveable obstructions.
9. OUTCROPS OF ROCK
A ball lying on or touching an outcrop of rock within a closely mown area may be lifted and dropped within one club length of the nearest point of relief (not nearer the hole) without penalty. Interference with the players stance is not covered by this rule.
10. EMBEDDED BALL ( Rules of Golf Appendix I Part A para. 4a & Part B para. 4a.) 
Through the green, a ball that is embedded in its own pitch-mark in the ground may be lifted, without penalty, cleaned and dropped as near as possible to where it lay but not nearer the hole. The ball when dropped must first strike a part of the course through the green.
Exceptions:
(i). A player may not take relief under this Local Rule if the ball is embedded in sand in an area not closely mown. 
(ii) A Player may not take relief under this Local Rule if it is clearly unreasonable for him to make a stroke because of interference by anything other than the condition covered by this Local Rule. 

PENALTY FOR BREACH OF A LOCAL RULE :-  Matchplay - Loss of Hole  :         Strokeplay - Two Strokes

DISTANCE MARKERS :- Marker plates have been positioned on fairways indicating the yardage to the centre of the greens:  
Blue - 200 yards                           Yellow - 150 yards                            Red - 100 yards
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
